Have you ever wondered why Americans struggle with watching their weight, 
while the French, who consume all that rich food-the bread, the cheese, and the 
heavy sauces---continue to stay thin? Now a report from Cornell University suggests a 
possible answer. A study of almost 300 participants from France and the U.S. provides 
clues about how lifestyle and decisions about eating may affect weight. Researchers 
concluded that the French tend to stop eating when they feel full. However, Americans 
tend to stop when their plate is completely empty, or they have reached the end of their 
favorite TV show. 

According to Dr. Joseph Mercola, who writes extensively about health issues, the 
French see eating as an important part of their lifestyle. They enjoy food and, therefore, 
spend a fairly long time at the table. In contrast, Americans see eating as something 
to do quickly as they squeeze meals between the other activities of the day. Mercola 
believes Americans have lost the ability to sense when they are actually full. So they 
keep eating long after the French would have stopped. In addition, he argues that, by 
tradition, the French tend to shop daily, walking to small shops and farmers' markets 
where they have a choice of fresh fruits, vegetables, and eggs as well as high-quality 
meats and cheeses for each meal. In contrast, Americans tend to drive their cars to huge 
supermarkets to buy canned and frozen foods for the whole week. 

Despite all these differences, new reports show that recent lifestyle changes may be 
affecting French eating habits. Today, the rate of obesity--or extreme overweight­
among adults is only 6%. However, as American fast-food restaurants gain acceptance, 
and the young tum their backs on older traditions, the obesity rate among French 
children has reached 17%-and is growing.

Personality: from Nature or Nurture? 
What is personality? Many people 
define personality as a person's 
usual manner or style of behavior. 
These patterns of behavior tend to 
be predictable throughout a person's 
lifetime. Some people are introverts; 
others are extroverts. Some people 
have easygoing personalities: they are 
usually cheerful and calm and able 
to cope with life's difficulties without 
much trouble. Their emotions are 
usually under control: they don't 
get extremely angry about little 
things. Others, at the other end of 
the personality spectrum, are more 
emotional, experiencing higher 
highs and lower lows. Most people's 
personalities, however, don't fall 
at the extreme ends but rather fall 
somewhere in between. 

Where do we get our personality? 
For hundreds of years, psychologists 
and ordinary people have never 
stopped debating this fascinating 
question. Some people think 
personality develops as a result of the 

environment-the combination 
of influences that we learn from, 
such as our families, our culture, 
our friends, and our education. 
The people who believe this theory 
believe that all babies are born 
without a personality and that it's 
the environment that determines, 
or forms, each child's personality. 
This school of thought is called the 
"nurture school:' 

At the other end of the continuum 
we find people who believe that 
personality is determined by 
"nature;' or the characteristics 
we receive, or "inherit;' from our 
parents biologically, through their 
genes. These people believe that our 
personality is not determined by the 
environment, but rather by genetics, 
and that each baby is born with a 
personality. 

The "nature-nurture controversy" 
The nature-nurture controversy is 
very old. Experimental psychologists 

have tried to discover which of 
these two factors, genetics or the 
environment, is more important in 
forming our personality. However, 
it's very difficult, if not impossible, 
to conduct research on real people 
with real lives. There's just no way 
to put people in a laboratory and 
watch them develop. For this reason, 
there's no scientific way to settle the 
nature-nurture controversy. Recently, 
however, most researchers have come 
to believe that both the environment 
AND the genes-nurture and 
nature-work together and are both 
important. 

Even though the experts have 
largely discarded the idea that 
personality development is so black 
and white, the nature-nurture 
controversy remains a popular 
discussion among friends. It seems 
that everyone has an opinion.

When children are asked to draw or paint a picture, 

they are happy to oblige. And they are willing to talk 

about and show their creation to anyone they meet. 

But when adults are asked to do the same thing, they 

typically get nervous and refuse to even try, claiming 

that they have no talent. 

Most adults see themselves as lacking the "artistic 

gene."  However, when you look at drawings made by 

artists when they were children, their work doesn't differ 

much from the scribbles and stick figures all children 

draw when they are young. When Don Lipski, who 

makes a successful living as a professional artist, looks 

back at drawings that he made as a child, he doesn't 

find any early evidence of his own artistic talent. "I was 

always making things . . .  doodling and putting things 

together. I didn't think of myself as a creative person. 

I was just doing what all kids do. " 

The general belief is that artistic talent is something 

one is born with: a person either has talent or does not. 

Clearly, great artists like Michelangelo or Picasso had 

natural talent and possessed more artistic ability than 

the average person. However, one factor that isn't often 

considered is the role that years of training, practice, and

Their passion motivates them to continue to create­

and improve their ability-day after day. While natural 

talent may be an advantage, hard work appears to be a 

necessary part of the creative process. 

In Drawing on the Right Side of the Brain, author Betty 

Edwards argues that while few people are born with 

natural artistic talent, all of us have the potential to 

improve our artistic ability. We just have to be willing 

to keep working at it. She claims that anyone can learn 

to use the right side of the brain, the side that governs 

visual skills like drawing and painting. In other words, 

artistic ability can be learned.

Eleven hackers around the world were accused of stealing more than 40 million 

credit card numbers on the Intemet. They included three people from the U. S. who 

are accused of hacking into the wireless networks of popular online stores. 

Once inside these networks, they searched for 

customers' credit card numbers ,  passwords,  and 

personal information so they could pretend to be those 

customers . When the identity theft was completed , 

credit card numbers and other details were then sold 

on the Internet , al lowing criminals to withdraw 

thousands of dol lars at a time from ATMs.  

Computer Viruses Are Getting Harder to Prevent 
"We're losing the battle against computer 

viruses , "  says David Farber, professor 

of computer science at Carnegie Mellon 

University. These viruses , which can enter 

computer systems through junk e- mail from 

hackers , have reached epidemic 

proportions,  slowing down computers ­

and sometimes causing whole office com­

puter systems to crash - in both large and 

small companies . In one year alone, they 

were reported to have caused $1 3 bi l l ion 

USD in damage.

SANTA ANA, Cal if. - A homeless man 

searching through trash bins for recyclable 

cans found a missing wallet and returned it 

to its owner. Kim Bogue, who works in the 

city, real ized that her wallet was missing 

last week and doubted she'd ever get back 

the $900 and credit cards inside. "I prayed 

that n ight and asked God to help me," said 

Bogue, who was saving the money for a trip 

to her native Thai land.

" He has a very good heart , "  said Bogue, 

who gave the man a $1 00 reward . " If 

someone else had found it, the money 

would have been gone . "  

Man Risks Life to Save Another 
Many people who r ide a busy u rban 

subway wonder, "What wou l d  happen 
if I fel l  off the p latform and onto the 
tracks? What wou ld I do?" Others 
wonder, "What wou l d  I do if someone 
else fe l l ?" 

That question  was answered in a 
sp l it-second decis ion made by "subway 
hero" Wesley Autrey, a f ifty-year-o ld 
New York C ity construct ion worker on  
h is  way to  work. Autrey j umped onto the tracks to  save a fe l l ow passenger 
from an  oncom ing New York C ity su bway tra i n .  

The  passenger, Cameron Ho l l opeter, 2 0 ,  a fi l m  student a t  t he  New York 
Fi lm Academy, had fa l l en  between the tracks after suffer ing a seizure. 
Autrey ro l led Ho l l opeter i nto a gap between the ra i l s  and covered him with 
his own body j ust as the tra i n  entered the stat ion .  Both men survived . " I  don ' t  fee l l i ke I d id  someth ing spectacu lar ;  I just saw someone who 
needed he lp ," M r. Autrey sa i d .  " I  d id  what  I fe l t  was right."

NEW DELHI: In a display of honesty, 
a security agent at the Indira Gandhi 
International Airport handed over a 
small plastic bag with US $3,000 in cash 
to a passenger who had completely 
forgotten the bag after it passed 
through the airport screening machine. 

Noticing that the bag had been 
left behind, Dalbir Singh made an 
announcement asking passengers to 

come forward to claim it. However, 
when no one claimed it, Singh 
inspected the baggage tag and guessed 
it probably belonged to a passenger en 
route to Mumbai. An announcement 
was made on the next flight to Mumbai, 
and the owner of the bag came forward 
to collect it.

How to make healthv l ilestvle changes that last A 

If you've ever 
tried to change 
the way you eat 
or to lead a more 
active l ifestyle, 
you know it isn't 
easy. Making a 
l ifestyle change 
is chal lenging­
and it's especial ly 
d ifficult to make 
changes that 
last. Often people 
try to make many 
big changes all 
at once without 
a clear idea of 
how they wi l l  
accompl ish their 
goals. They 

may struggle, get disappOinted , and give up after a 
short period of time. Here are some tips to help you 
make healthy changes that become l ifelong habits: 

D Make one change at a time. Replacing unhealthy 
behaviors with healthy ones takes t ime. If you try to 
change too much too fast, you won't be successfu l .  
Focus on one change you'd l ike to make. If you r  goal 
is to improve your eating habits, choose one th ing 

to cut back on or add to your  d iet. Maybe resolve 
to stop dr inking soda or eat some vegetables or 
fru it with every meal. When a new healthy behavior 
becomes part of your normal dai ly routine, you can 
take on another change. 

EI Start smal l .  Changes are often easier to make if 
they are smal l .  Don't expect yourself to go from lying 
on the sofa watch ing TV every n ight to spending an 
hour a n ight at the gym. I nstead , take "baby steps." 
For example,  you could start by exercis ing twice a 
week for 30 minutes. Then ,  when you've done this 
successfu l ly for a few weeks, try three times a week 
for 45 minutes. 

El Make a real istic plan. When you decide to make a 
l ifestyle change, you need to plan what you wi l l  do 
and when ,  where, how often,  etc . If more exercise 
is your goal , f igure out how you wil l schedu le it into 
your week and put it on your calendar. If you want 
to eat healthier, write down meals and snacks for 
the week.  Keep the foods you ' l l  need on hand, and 
consult your plan before you eat. Make sure the plan 
you create is ach ievable  and that it works for your 
l ifestyle. For example,  if you' re a big meat eater, a 
plan to eat only vegetables is not going to happen ! 
Likewise, if you ' re not a morning person, don't plan 
dai ly workouts at 5 :00 A .M . !

J .  P. Hayes is a profess iona l  golfer. But Hayes has 

perhaps gotten more attent ion for a n  act of honesty 
than fo r h is  g o lf game.  Whi le  p layi ng i n  the fi rst 
rou nd of a PCA tou rnament in Texas, Hayes' caddie 
ha nded him a ba l l  fro m  h is  golf  bag. Hayes too k  two 
shots and then noticed the ba l l  he was p laying with 
was a d ifferent model  than the ba l l  he sta rted the 
rou n d  with . This is  aga inst the ru les in profess iona l  
go lf. So,  Hayes asked a n  offic ia l  to come over  and 
to ld  h i m  about  h is  mistake. The offic ia l  sa id  the  
pena lty for the  m ista ke was  two shots . Even with the 
penalty, Hayes f in ished with a good score .  He a l so 
did wel l i n  the second rou nd and had a good chance 
of advanc ing to the f ina l .  Hayes had strugg led 
with h is  game that year, so this tou rnament was 
i m porta nt to h is  career. 

Afte r the seco nd ro u n d  of the tou rna ment, 
Hayes was re laxi ng in his hotel room when he 
rea l ized there m ight be a n other problem with the 
ba l l  he p layed in the fi rst ro u n d .  He rea l ized it was a 
new type of ba l l  that probably wasn ' t  approved fo r 
com petition  by the U n ited States Coif Association .  
Hayes had  tested the  new ba l l s  for a go lf eq u i p ment 
co m pa ny fou r  weeks earl ier. Apparently, one  was left 
i n  h i s  bag by accident. 

H ayes knew that if he a d m itted his m i sta ke, he 
wo u l d  p robably not be a l l owed to p l ay fu l l -t i m e  
o n  t h e  n ext yea r 's PCA to u r. H e  a l so k n e w  that n o  
o n e  e l se w a s  awa re o f  h i s  m i stake.  H ayes h a d  a 
choice :  H e  cou ld say n oth i n g  a n d  kee p  p l ay ing ,  o r  
he co u l d  a d m i t  that he  h a d  b ro ke n  t h e  ru l es a n d  
h u rt h i s  ca reer. 

Hayes decided to do the r ight th i n g .  He ca l l ed a n  
offic ia l  that n ight a n d ,  as expected, was d isqua l ified 
from p lay ing on the next PCA to u r. S peak ing about 
h is  mista ke, Hayes said " It's extremely d isappoi nting .  
I keep thi n king I 'm go ing to  wake u p  and th i s  i s  

go ing to  be a bad 
n ightmare." However, 
Hayes never regretted 
his  decis io n .  "I wou l d  
say everybody out 
here wou ld have done 
the sa me th ing," he 
asserted .
